Between 10 a.m. and 11 a.m., they deliver 103 packages.
Between 11 a.m. and 12 p.m., they deliver 88 packages.

When the drivers returns to the depot for a lunch break, 273 packages are added
to the truck.

Between 1 p.m. and 2 p.m., they deliver 111 packages.
Between 2 p.m. and 3 p.m., they deliver 86 packages.

At 4 p.m., they have 99 packages left in the truck. How many packages did they
deliver between 3 p.m. and 4 p.m.?
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
